Preparing Students for the Future 
We are nearing the end of a very long and very successful Autumn Term. One of the issues that has been vexing us over the past 
few months is how to ensure that our Year 11 students are motivated to work hard and smart as we approach the final GCSE 
examinations in June. We have started a campaign which focuses upon one issue: the best preparation for the final examinations 
is the day-to-day lessons. We want to put the emphasis upon the lessons students have left before June rather than let them think 
that extraordinary revision sessions just before the real examinations are going to magic better grades.
